Provide minor first aid care and procedures as necessary to students involved in athletic activities at the Texarkana College Pinkerton Center.

MAJOR RESPONSIBILITIES AND DUTIES:

1. Use a variety of instructional techniques and media to meet the needs and improve the abilities of student athletes in the sport assigned.

2. Supervise athletic activities, contests, and practice sessions to promote individual growth in athletic skills, teamwork, and good sportsmanship.

3. Take all necessary precautions to protect student athletes, equipment, materials, and facilities.

4. Keep informed of and ensure compliance with all UIL rules.

5. Accompany and supervise student athletes during athletic competitions in assigned sports on out-of-town trips.

6. Apply and enforce student discipline during athletic contests, practice sessions, and while on trips off school property in accordance with Student Code of Conduct and student handbook.

7. Encourage, by example and through instruction, sportsmanlike conduct in all phases of athletic participation.

8. Establish and maintain open communication with parents, students, principals, and teachers.

9. Assist in selection of equipment and instructional materials.

10. Compile, maintain, and file all physical and computerized reports, records, and other documents as assigned.

11. Assist with cleaning, repairing, and storing all campus athletic equipment.
12. Assist in supervising students before, during, and after school both inside and outside the classroom.

13. Provide basic first aid and care for minor injuries and illness according to a detailed protocol established by the Coordinator of Health Services and/or school nurse, RN or medical advisor.

14. Perform health-related procedures for students with disabilities as delegated by Coordinator of Health Services and/or school nurse, RN, or physician.

15. Assist students with disabilities as needed.

16. Contact EMS according to established school health services protocols or as directed by the Coordinator of Health Services and/or school nurse or RN.

17. Use Universal Precautions Procedures when cleaning body spill and providing wound care.
WORKING CONDITIONS:
